What is Erectile 

Dysfunction (ED)

Erectile Dysfunction or ED, sometimes 

referred to as impotence, is defined as 

the repeated inability to achieve or 

sustain an erection sufficient for sexual 

intercourse.

Current Treatment Cost

ÁPsychotherapy Several Thousand

ÁVacuum Therapy $150-$500 Lifetime

ÁSuppositories $2,600 per year

ÁSelf Injections $2,800 per year

ÁOral Rx $1,100 per year

ÁPenile Implants $5,000 - $20,000



Medicare Coverage in 2008

ÁMedicare prescription-drug plans have stopped covering 
Viagra and other erectile-dysfunction medications.

ÁMedicare's decision follows a similar policy change last year 
by Medicaid, the nation's health plan for the poor.

ÁMedicare will continue to cover the drugs, however, if 
they're used to treat other conditions, such as pulmonary 
hypertension, for which they've been approved.

Á For people without insurance, Viagra, Cialis and Levitra
typically cost $9 to $11 a pill. Erectile dysfunction is most 
prevalent among those ages 65 and above; the 
Congressional Kidney Caucus estimates it affects 30 million 
men nationwide.
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
